1. HKVEP Workplace English Contest
A total of 53 students from our school (1 student from 4A, 29 students from 4B and 23 students
from 5D) have participated in the HKVEP Workplace English Contest. They have produced a 2-3
minutes self introduction video to apply for a job. 5 of our students’ videos have been chosen to
compete for the most popular award.

Hong Kong Schools Speech Festival: 42 students (from S1-S6) joined the contest. 27 students
joined the SV (solo verse) and 15 joined the SPS (public speaking). 90% of the contestants got 75
marks or above and therefore received a certificate acknowledging their efforts. Of the contestants,
1 student obtained 3rd place in SPS, 26 students achieved a Certificate of Merit whereas 12
students obtained a Certificate of Proficiency. Each English teacher was assigned 3-4 students
for training. Most teachers took charge of one class of poem and trained the students they taught.
They arranged meetings with the designated students.
